Scope of Services

· A total of seven (7) single family residential properties will be deconstructed and demolished within the boundaries of the Green Impact Zone and the Ivanhoe neighborhood.  Contractors are expected to submit a separate bid for each project, including bid information for each address (see attached form to be used to submit bids for each project). 
· Houses to be deconstructed have been divided into three (3) projects: 

· Project A (3 houses): 1707 E 37th Street; 3618 Highland; and 4516 Virginia
· Project B (2 houses):   2410 E 37th Street and 3415 Brooklyn
· Project C (2 houses):   4104 Olive and 4337 Garfield
· Deconstruction of the houses must begin within 30 days of contract execution and must be completed within a maximum of 60 days (per house) of contract execution (Project A – 180 days and Projects B & C – 120 days).

Qualifications  
· Contractors must:

· Be certified by the City of Kansas City, Missouri as a certified demolition contractor by June 24, 2011.

· Have participated in and successfully completed the Deconstruction Training Class for Contractors conducted by April 14–15, 2011.
· Hire a minimum of three workers (who have participated in and completed Deconstruction and Demolition of Single Family Properties training to be conducted June 7, 2011 through June 24, 2011) to deconstruct the houses.

· Adhere to Davis Bacon requirements when establishing wages to be paid to workers (Davis Bacon wages information can be found online at: http://frwebgate.access.gpo.gov/cqi-bin/getdoc.cqi?dbname=Davis-Bacon&docid=MO20100002
· Utilize MBE/WBE guidelines.
